6. General Business

6.1. Accounts. The balance stands at $4,688-95. Discussion on whether to reduce the subscription fee of $20 to help attract more members. To be discussed at the AGM. 
6.2. Porirua City Centre Revitalisation Project .  Ken is studying this lengthy and dense document and will report back.
6.3. PRA website. Donald was unable to attend and this subject will be carried on to the next meeting.
6.4. The Rural Review Reference Group.  There have been ongoing discussions on primary production and lifestyle blocks. The Group meets every 2 weeks.   
6.5. Village Development Project. Starting a Pauatahanui Village Development Project is on hold as it is intended by PCC to be part of the Rural Review whose progress has been slow and uncertain. Gary Simpson has been contracted by PCC to manage the overall Village Program for 2007-8, and has begun issuing monthly newsletters. There seems no good reason for PCC to insist that it be part of the Rural Review except perhaps to conserve their manpower resources. Alan to write to Gary Simpson asking whether the Pauatahanui Village Strategy could be released from the constraints of the Rural Review and whether it could begin this year under Gary’s supervision  from PCC. 
6.6. Monitoring Silt Discharges into Pauatahanui Inlet.   Concern was expressed about the lack of monitoring on the ongoing silt discharges into Pauatahanui Inlet.  It was suggested that the committee approach other local community organisations with a common interest in the inlet to establish if concerns about the management of silt discharges are shared and if a joint initiative is appropriate.
