6. General Business

6.1. Accounts. $256-80 to pay for printing and distribution of PRA November’ newsletter. Approval, moved: Mary, seconded: Ken
6.2. AGM of Transmission Gully Action Group. [TGAG] on 22/11/2007.  Geotech drilling of the motorway route has fallen behind schedule over winter and further resources with extra drilling rigs has been deployed. Refined cost estimates are expected to be available about May/June. The Transit Communications Manager has requested a meeting with PRA early next year for a briefing on progress. Alan to arrange this. Donald Love did not elect to stand again as PRA member on TGAG and Alan Gray has taken his place. 
6.3. Analysis of questionnaire. A questionnaire on PCC’s Plan Change 7 introducing new policies specifically for Windfarms being developed in the Porirua district, has been circulated to all PRA members. Sharon Evans has volunteered to collate and analyse the questionnaires which have been rendered anonymous.  Replies have to be received by 7 December to be incorporated in PRA’s submission on the plan change which has to be completed by 14 December when submissions close. Could members please take the time to complete the questionnaire? 

6.4. Submission on Proposed Plan Change 7 to the Porirua City District Plan “Windfarms” Members discussed at length the need for, and content of, a submission on this draft proposal. The replies from the questionnaire will not be available for another 10 days but all agreed to begin a draft submission and each member was allocated a specific area of interest using as a check list the 12 criteria listed in the PCC report; but also covering other areas, such as the suitability of windfarms adjacent to populated areas, etc. At the public meeting organised by PCC at Pauatahanui on 28/11/2007, there was no obvious support for the large Puketiro Windfarm on its present proposed location.  

6.5. Submission on Porirua Development Framework Discussion Document [PDF]. Submissions on this discussion document also close on 14 December. It was also vigorously discussed with Council Officers at the public meeting on 28/11/2007 along with Plan Change 7. Members discussed making a submission. The rural part of the PDF  overlaps extensively with PCC’s  Rural Review, which was intended to drive this development but appears to have overtaken it. There are problems in that “Rural Character” and “Rural Residential” are terms being used by PCC but not defined. The focus on any development in the Pauatahanui Area should emphasise its special character. Landscapes form an important part of the PDF but the landscape review will not be completed until late next year. Lynette will start a draft submission to be circulated to members. Agreed that early next year a meeting be arranged for a discussion with Northern Ward Councillors, preferably before they meet with their staff to discuss the results of the draft PDF discussion document. Alan to arrange in the New Year.
7. Date of Next meeting – Tentatively arranged for 7.30 pm on 21 February at 325 Grays Road. However it may be necessary to meet earlier to finalise submissions or to meet with Transit.
