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Pauatahanui Residents Association 
Minutes of the Management Committee Meeting held at 325 Gray’s Road at 7.30 pm on Thursday 19 June 2008.

1. Present.  John Malsher [Chair],  Alan Gray [Secretary], Mike Conroy,  , Nicky Chapman, Mary Dighton[Treasurer], Kay Middleton, and Ken McAdam. 
2. Apologies:   Lynette Wharfe.  
3. Minutes of the previous meeting:  Correction: Ken McAdam was present at the previous meeting. Otherwise the minutes of the previous meeting of Thursday 15 May 2008 were approved-moved: Ken; seconded: Nicky.
4. Matters arising from the Minutes:  
4.1. Pauatahanui Village Strategy.    A coordinator, Di Buchan,  has been appointed by Porirua City Council and a budget provided for this project. PCC has produced a project brief and a draft process which will be discussed when Nicky, John, Mike, Ken  and Alan meet with Moira Lawler and Di Buchan of PCC on Wednesday, 25/06/08 
4.2. Pauatahanui Inlet Walkway- Ration Point to Paekakariki Hill Road section. Following on from the decision of the previous meeting, letters have been sent by PRA, acting on behalf also of the Guardians of Pauatahanui Inlet [GOPI], Pauatahanui Inlet Community Trust  [PICT], and Management of the Wildlife Reserve; to Porirua City Council and to Greater Wellington Regional Council asking that planning for this section of the walkway be suspended until its design is reviewed. While there is general approval for the walkway as an important public amenity, all 4 organisations feel that the present design has major flaws and is very intrusive on the environment of the inlet, and that consultation has been inadequate. Present indications are that the consent process has been halted and that there are plans for a combined workshop to be held in August to discuss these issues. 
4.3. Annual General Meeting. This is at 7.15 pm on Thursday 31 July at the Lodge at the Inlet. Guest speakers are -Beverley Wakem Chief Ombudsman; and Frank Fernandez Liaison Officer with the Transmission Gully Motorway Project group. Other items are updates on Puketiro Windfarm and Plan Change 7 [Windfarms], the Pauatahanui Burial Ground, the Rural Review, the Judgeford Hills Plan Change [PC6]; and introducing a Pauatahanui Village Strategy, and a proposal for a history of Pauatahanui. An agenda will be circulated before the meeting. 

4.4. Proposed Plan Change 7 to the Porirua City District Plan “Windfarms.”  A number of people and organisation have submitted further submissions. Many individual submissions refer to the setback requirement of 700 metres as being insufficient. As yet there is no date for hearings.

4.5. Monitoring Silt Discharges into Pauatahanui Inlet. Mike Conroy representing PRA along with John Wells representing PICT and Graeme Hastilow from Ngati Toa, met with GWRC environmental and consents staff to raise concerns about the lack of an effective management programme to deal with the increasing environmental pressures on the inlet.  The conclusion from the meeting is that the proposed PCC Porirua Harbour Management Plan is critical in that it will set the future objectives for the inlet.  Mike will approach the newly appointed Porirua Harbour Coordinator to express our interest in being involved in developing the Harbour Management Plan.
4.6. EQM subdivision.  Proposed Plan Change 6. This plan change is currently before the Environment Court and proceeding initially to mediation. Mike is attending for PRA under  Section 274. 

4.7. The PCC Rural Review Reference Group. This group have not met since September 2007 and seems to be indefinitely on hold from PCC. Mike has been unable to get a reply from PCC as to its future. Mike will contact Clive Anstey who is a consultant to PCC on landscape issues. This may be followed by a letter to the CEO  at PCC. 
4.8. Battle Hill Farm Park. The legal action taken by the Pauatahanui Futures Society Inc against the Greater Wellington Regional Council (first respondent) and RES NZ (second respondent) will be heard in the High Court in November (date to be confirmed).  The action will take the form of a Judicial Review and will be heard by a Judge with the counsel of the three parties present.  PFS is currently progressing and arguing over some interim orders which will determine what activity is allowed until the substantive hearing takes place.  Related to this action, but not part of it, is the PCC Plan Change 7 – Wind Farms.  The council is now deciding on how and when to proceed to oral hearings.
4.9. O’More Landfill. This landfill at Judgeford  has been approved by PCC and GWRC  subject  to the following conditions [summarised]:

 - no work on the site before 8am

 - no truck or truck and trailer may enter the site before 8:30am and no later than 3pm Saturday

 - no work on Sundays or public holidays

 - maximumof 15 truck or truck and trailers entering the site on any one day

 - trucks and truck and trailers must use the bridge over the Pauatahanui Stream

 - trucks and truck and trailers from Porirua must turn at the Moonshine Road junction before entering the Fill, except between Christmas Day and 31 January
 - turning trucks and trucks and trailers at Moonshine Road junction are limited to between 9am and 3:30pm Monday to Friday [to avoid clashing with the arrival of school buses]and not before 9am Saturday 
- conditions 41 and 42 require plan approval and implementation before commencement of turning at Moonshine

 

While there are some aspects that do not seem to be addressed like the PRA request that the logs show direction of arrival to confirm compliance with turning time restrictions, overall the changes are significant and remove the biggest concerns that were expressed  by members (avoiding school bus times and not blocking morning commuting traffic).  The loss of parking at Moonshine Road where they will paint no stopping is a negative factor but PCC have supposedly considered all these factors.

A key issue will be compliance with the conditions - at this stage the intent of the conditions is fairly clear and we will need to let the council control this process. The PRA Management Committee is not entirely happy with this additional activity by trucks at the SH58 and Moonshine Road junction but do not believe it is appropriate to formally appeal the decision.  If appeals are lodged PRA could apply to join under section 274 to participate in the process to remain a party to any changes of consent conditions that may arise.

 

4.10. Pauatahanui Public Burial ground. Sharon Evans has provided further reports on the Burial Ground Managers meetings. Now that PCC is the legal owner of the Burial ground, it is beginning negotiations with the Parish of St Albans to formalise access arrangements which has to be via the path to St Albans Church. Information is being prepared advising on best practice in the maintenance of the graves and of rights regarding further interments. Photos of the 90 heritage roses in the Burial Ground, which are a tourist attraction in season, can be seen on PCC’s website on www.pcc.govt.nz/roses/.  A gardener has been hired and IHC have the contract for lawn mowing. PCC is preparing a landscape management plan and a builder is being sought to repair the Totara fences around older graves which are in poor condition. A topographical survey has been commissioned to mark graves and boundaries.
4.11. Upgrading the footpath for school children to the bus shelter at Flighty’s Road. Fernhill Forest is to be logged and their consent involved a footpath being constructed at the beginning of Flighty’s Road. The contractors are agreeable to doing this but issues about the traffic junction at SH58 and the hours of operation have put the operation on hold. Dianne Boyack has initiated this and is following up on it.

Several members of the Management Committee would like to attend the next meeting of the steering group to discuss the project.
