Pauatahanui Residents Association 
Minutes of the Management Committee Meeting held at 325 Gray’s Road at 7.30 pm on Thursday 21 August  2008.
1. Present.  Ken McAdam [Acting Chair], Alan Gray [Secretary], Mike Conroy,  , Kay Middleton, and. Lynette Wharfe. Also attending were Moira Lawler and Kirsty Austin from PCC to discuss the Pauatahanui Village Strategy, and Wally Brown and Gael McRoberts to discuss a history of the Pauatahanui Area. 
2. Apologies:  John Malsher, Mary Dighton, Nicky Chapman.  
3. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the previous meeting of Thursday 19 June 2008 were approved-moved: Mike; seconded: Kay.
4. Matters arising from the Minutes:  
4.1. Pauatahanui Village Strategy.  4 public meetings on the Village Strategy have been organised as follows- 
 Forum 1:  Wednesday 27 August 2008

Topic:  Pauatahanui’s history and natural environment: what is significant, what is at risk and what needs to be protected? 

Forum 2: Wednesday 10 September 2008

Topic:  The village centre and surrounds - what needs to be done to improve the village now and for the future? 

Forum 3: Tuesday 30 September 2008

Topic: Presentation of the Draft Porirua Development Framework and discussion with City Councillors on council services and activities.

Forum 4: Wednesday 15 October 2008 

Topic: Shaping Pauatahanui’s Future: what needs to be done and who should do it?

Meeting times:  7.30 pm – 9.30pm

Venue: The Lodge at the Inlet, 182 Paekakariki Hill Road.
The aim is to have residents, businesses, community organisations, school students and government agencies all sharing their ideas on what is special about Pauatahanui, what needs protecting and what needs improving for the future.  A plan of action will be drawn up from these discussions. Pauatahanui School is involved and will make a presentation to the second forum. Mike pointed out that most people in the area would be happy to be left alone but the changes being proposed for the area means they will not be left alone!
     The third forum on 30 September is specifically to present the next version of the Draft Porirua Development Framework which includes a “vision” of what the Pauatahanui Area could look like over the next 20 to 30 years. Also PCC and GWRC Councillors will be attending this session as part of the Councillors Road show; to seek feedback on what services we are happy with, what our concerns are, and what we see as priorities for change. A further newsletter will be sent out reminding people of this meeting
4.2.  A History of the Pauatahanui Area. A steering group of interested people have formed and propose the writing of a history of the Pauatahanui Area and are asking for PRA’s support. After discussion the  Committee approved the idea of being involved in principle as follows-
· A subcommittee would be established for the history project which will report to the Management Committee. This is consistent with rule 16 of the PRA Rules of Incorporation. 
· Gael Mc Roberts will produce a “scoping” paper on the project for the next meeting. She has previously been involved with a similar and very successful project for the Titahi bay area. She estimated a budget for the project at $50,000 and was confident of finding funding agencies for this as well as donations. 
· All funding applications would be made by PRA who would control any funds raised. 
· The book would be professionally produced and all agreements would be on a contractual basis. 

4.3. Pauatahanui Inlet Walkway- Ration Point to Paekakariki Hill Road section.

While there is general approval for the walkway as an important public amenity, PRA, PICT., GOPI and The Pauatahanui Wildlife Reserve  all feel that the proposed  design by PCC had major flaws and is very intrusive on the environment of the inlet, and that consultation had been inadequate. After an approach to PCC by PRA, Peter Bailey General Manager of Asset Management and Operations held a meeting on 13 August of all concerned including DOC and Rotary; and agreed to cancel the present plan and start afresh. More roading expertise will be required and once he has contracted somebody for that there will be a workshop to discuss a future plan. Peter will be following up the meeting with a letter to confirm this. 
4.4. Annual General Meeting. 
The AGM  was well attended by approximately  50 people and Kay expressed her  appreciation of how well it went. The speakers have been thanked for their contributions. . 

4.5. Proposed Plan Change 7 to the Porirua City District Plan “Windfarms
An e-mail from Diane Strugnell, Secretary of Preserve Pauatahanui, proposes setting up a meeting to share information between the potentially-affected community groups and set some common objectives and directions. The Management Committee agreed for PRA to participate, but cautioned that it has no specific mandate from the Community on the Puketiro Windfarm, as there are members both for and against the proposal. 

4.6. Revitalisation plans for Porirua City Centre.- 
Ken and Alan made an oral submission to the PCC hearings on 11 August as a follow up to the PRA written submission. They emphasised the likely effect on increasing rates, the need to have a sufficient population using the area for it to work, and the undesirability of mixing pedestrian and motor traffic by constructing new roads through the area. 
4.7. Transmission Gully Motorway- 
Following their presentation to the AGM, the Transmission Gully Motorway Group have distributed a questionnaire. The Management Committee felt that given the differing attitudes of members to TGM that there was no single view for the Committee to present and that answering the questionnaire should be up to individuals.  

4.8. EQM subdivision.  Proposed Plan Change 6.- 
The decisions  by PCC on this plan change were appealed to the Environment Court  and were settled by mediation, except for some outstanding issues between EQM and PCC which are still being negotiated,. All the private appellants settled in mediation 
4.9. Safety issues around a pathway and bus shelter at Flighty’s Road. – 
       Following PCC officers meeting on site with residents and others, a report is going to be presented to the City Services Committee at their meeting on Thursday 4 September 2008 at 1.30pm. The Flighty’s Road residents are requesting to make a presentation at this committee meeting & PRA has asked to join & support them. . 

 

4.10.  The PCC Rural Review Reference Group.
These meetings have resumed after a long pause. Landscape issues were discussed at the last meeting, and PCC aim to have significant landscape zones identified by November. 
4.11. Pauatahanui Burial ground. –
The May report of the Pauatahanui Burial Ground Managers meeting was received from Sharon Evans. Progress continues with a surveyors scale plan now produced; signs placed referring to PCC’s ownership of the grounds and the need for PCC to be consulted before any changes are made to graves or headstones., a draft management plan has been produced; and a ground penetrating radar survey was carried out in June to locate any unmarked graves.
