Minutes of the Management Committee Meeting held at Lodge at the Inlet at 7.30 pm on Thursday 16 April 2009
1. Present. John Malsher [Chair]; Ken McAdam; Alan Gray [Secretary]; :  Nicky Chapman; John Mazenier; Mike Conroy;  
2. Apologies:  Janet Mazenier; Mary Dighton; Lynette Wharfe; Kay Middleton. 
3. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the previous meeting of Thursday 19 March 2009 were approved. Moved: Alan; seconded: Nicky.
4. Matters arising from the Minutes:  
4.1. Pauatahanui Village Strategy – The document reporting on the results of the 5 workshops and complete with an action plan has been delivered to all Pauatahanui households. Feedback has been very positive. The full document is available on the website <www.pauatahanui.com> &  further copies are available from the PRA Secretary.  The “short term” improvements are already being implemented including traffic calming measures with 2 new speed humps; & improvements to the footpaths. A draft MOU between PRA & Porirua City Council for implementing the action plan was discussed & some minor changes recommended to PCC before signing. The MOU includes a 6 monthly liaison meeting to follow progress. 
4.2. Battlehill Farm Park Management Plan. The oral hearings have just been completed by Greater Wellington Regional Council. The involvement of the Farm Park in the development of the proposed Puketiro Windfarm was strongly opposed by several organisations including PRA. This would include a major road across the escarpment for transport for the Wind Farm & a resultant huge increase in heavy traffic through Pauatahanui Village. A strong request was made for the Battlehill Plan to be delayed until after Porirua city Council has completed its deliberations on Plan Change 7, which will finalise PCC’s policies on windfarm development; & it seems logical that the 2 councils progress on this in tandem.
4.3. Proposed Plan Change 7 to the Porirua City District Plan “Windfarms.” A number of community organisations including PRA gave evidence to the recent oral hearings by PCC to follow up their written submissions. The hearings have been adjourned until 2nd June while the Committee seeks further expert advice on some of the issues raised such as the health effects that may be caused by  vibration & infrasound. 
4.4. Flooding of Pauatahanui Stream. Some time ago PRA was consulted by PCC about the removal of willow trees thought to be contributing to flood problems between the Sawmill & the SH58 bridge over Pauatahanui Stream before the Golf course.  At the time PCC seemed to regard the matter as urgent. Nothing has happened & Mike is continuing to follow up.    

4.5. Charities Commission decision appeal. The charities Commission has agreed to defer reconsidering the application of PRA for charitable status until after the 2009 AGM when the rule changes they recommend will be put to the membership. 
5. General Business

5.1. Membership subscriptions.  PRA membership subscriptions for the financial year 1 April 2009 to 31 March 2010 are now due. The rate is $20 per family. A subscription form is appended to the end of these minutes, & will also be attached to an April newsletter to all Pauatahanui residents. 
5.2. Greater Wellington proposed 10 year plan 2009-2019. It was agreed that PRA should submit on sedimentation issues from landscape disturbance; with particular relevance to silt in the Pauatahanui Inlet. Submissions close 24 April.
5.3. Draft Long-Term Community Council Plan. The draft LTCCP has been published for community comment & a summary sent to all households. PRA will make a make a submission commenting on the following issues.- Pauatahanui Village Strategy; Revitalisation of the City Centre; Safety problems on SH58 at Judgeford & on Gray’s Road; & the Performing Arts Centre. 
5.4. Puketiro Liaison Group meeting. This group met on 23rd March to discuss the Puketiro Windfarm proposal. Nothing further has been heard from RES about applying for resource consent for their Windfarm. It was agreed that the liaison meetings are a good way for organisations to keep in touch on the issue.
5.5. Annual General meeting of PRA. It was agreed to hold this in the last 2 weeks of July, preferably the last week. A suitable guest speaker will be canvassed. Members will need to receive any proposed rule changes 7 days before the meeting.
5.6. A History of the Pauatahanui Area. Under an agreement between PRA & the Pauatahanui History group formalised in a memorandum of understanding, PRA has agreed to act as an “umbrella” for this project including opening a separate PRA bank account specifically for history project funds. Most donor organisations will only provide funds for Incorporated Societies or Charities. A new account will therefore be opened with 2 signatories from PRA who are members of the Management Committee & 2 members from the History Group but who are also members of the PRA.

5.7.  Membership of the Management Committee.  The Committee discussed the problems caused by a member who has been unable to attend most meetings and their reluctance to accept decisions made by the committee in their absence. This has hindered the work of the Committee & prevented it from fulfilling its obligations in agreements confirmed in writing. The Committee agreed to send a letter to the member notifying them that the issue would be discussed at the next meeting on Thursday 21 May.
