Minutes of the Management Committee Meeting held at Lodge at the Inlet at 7.30 pm on Thursday 21 May 2009
1. Present. John Malsher [Chair]; Ken McAdam; Alan Gray [Secretary];  John Mazenier; Janet Mazenier; Mike Conroy; Kay Middleton.  
2. Apologies:  Nicky Chapman; Mary Dighton; Lynette Wharfe;. 
3. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the previous meeting of Thursday 16 April 2009 were approved with some minor changes.  Moved: John; seconded: Alan
4. Matters arising from the Minutes:  
4.1. Pauatahanui Village Strategy – A Memorandum of Understanding between PCC and PRA for implementing the Pauatahanui Village Strategy was approved & signed by John as Chair. This allows for 3 monthly meetings between PRA & PCC; & 6 monthly reviews of progress with the Action Plan. This plan is divided into short, medium, & long term initiatives for improving the Village & is outlined in the booklet “A framework for the development of Pauatahanui Village 2009” that has been distributed to all rural households. Further copies are available from the Secretary on request; & it is also posted on the website www.pauatahanui.com 

4.2. Clearing Willows from the Pauatahanui Stream for flood control. This project between PCC & GWRC was first mooted 2 years ago as a matter of urgency to clear willows from blocking the Pauatahanui Stream between the Mill & where it passes under SH58 at the Golf Course, to reduce flooding in this area. PRA was invited to comment at the time but since then there has been no information & no action. Mike’s requests for information have not been responded to. Alan to continue follow up with PCC.

4.3. Charities Commission decision appeal. Ken will draft the rule changes the Charities Commission has recommended for PRA to be accepted for charitable status. These rule changes have to be approved by the Management Committee 30 days before the AGM, & circulated to Members 7 days before the AGM, where they have to be approved by a two thirds of valid votes cast. 
5. General Business

5.1. Accounts and debits. - The current account stands at $4,516-55. $1,700 of this is allocated to the Pauatahanui History project.  The Committee agreed to refund $281-93 to the History Project from their allocated funds for advertisements in Kapi-Mana for the project; &  $200-98 to the Secretary for expenses involved in printing & delivery of newsletters & office expenses. Mary Dighton is willing to continue acting as treasurer & has been granted leave of absence from attending Committee meetings until further notice due to family commitments. 
5.2. Puketiro Windfarm. No new information on this available at present
5.3. Greater Wellington proposed 10 year plan 2009-2019. Mike & Alan followed up PRA’s written submission to GWRC with an oral submission concentrating on GWRC’s failure  to monitor the sedimentation entering Pauatahanui Inlet & the general poor state of  health of the waterways. It was a robust discussion, aided by previous reports to GWRC pointing out their failure in this area which they seemed prepared to acknowledge. 
5.4. Draft Long-Term Community Council Plan. Alan & Ken presented an oral submission on the draft LTCCP to a PCC hearing. This followed an excellent presentation on the traffic problems on SH58, particularly on the dangerous situation at the Murphy’s/Flighty’s road junction. PRA & other individual presentations also hammered the traffic problems on SH58 & also on Gray’s Road; & Council appeared sympathetic to the need for much improved traffic calming measure in both these areas. However PRA’s comments on Councils financial involvement in the current economic climate in the Revitalisation of the City Centre & the Performing Arts Centre; & the need to concentrate on renewing & improving basic infrastructure; were not well received by PCC.  

5.5. Annual General meeting of PRA. This will be held on Tuesday 28th July at 7.30 pm at Lodge at the Inlet. 
5.6.  Battlehill Farm Park Management Plan. No new information on this available at present
5.7. Proposed Plan Change 7 to the Porirua City District Plan “Windfarms.”[ Ken to supply some more recent information on this for the minutes.]
5.8. PCC proposed Plan Change 8-Recreation & Open spaces. A letter has been received from Harrison Grierson Consultants Ltd acting for PCC updating PRA on progress with Plan Change 8 which PRA submitted on in December 2007. The issues were almost entirely dealing with the urban area, &  the Committee considered it was not necessary after all this time to make an oral submission. 

5.9. Code of land development & subdivision engineering-public consultation. This consultation document is concerned particularly with the proposal for ‘Infill Housing’ in selected urban areas in Porirua. It affects PRA only in how the extra earthworks involved could impact on sediment in the Inlet. Mike will review the documents.
