Minutes of the Management Committee Meeting held at 325 Gray’s Road at 7.30 pm on Thursday 25 June 2009
1. Present. John Malsher [Chair]; Ken McAdam; Alan Gray [Secretary];  John Mazenier; Janet Mazenier; Nicky Chapman; Kay Middleton.  
2. Apologies:   Mary Dighton. 
3. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the previous meeting of Thursday 21 May 2009 were approved. .  Moved: Ken; seconded: John Mazenier.
4. Matters arising from the Minutes:  
4.1. Pauatahanui Village Strategy.  The Action Plan for the Village Strategy is divided into short, medium, & long term initiatives. In discussion of the short term initiatives that require PRA to initiate it was agreed to concentrate on-

· Design and install a community information board in the village-Agreed to approach the local café to ask if they would host a billboard.

· Promote more colourful plantings/village beautification- PCC has already involved Rotary in improving the Village area. Agreed to approach ‘Keep Porirua Beautiful’ to see if they have anything to offer also.
· Lobby for action to stop leaching from septic tanks. There are periodic complaints about possible septic tank problems in the Village. Long term the Village needs to be connected to the sewage & water supply. Agreed to discuss the issue with PCC [Jim Sutton] & GWRC. 
4.2. Clearing Willows from the Pauatahanui Stream for flood control. This project between PCC & GWRC was first mooted in 2006 to clear willows from blocking the Pauatahanui Stream to reduce flooding. PRA was asked to be involved in initial meetings but nothing further was heard. PRA enquired about progress & received a detailed reply from Peter Bailey, General Manager, Asset Management & Operations, for PCC. The issue is largely unresolved. Most of the land through which the stream passes is private land; although parts are owned by the Crown [with Transit as the responsible agency] & a small section by PCC. PCC has undertaken the necessary work on its section & Transit is preparing to clear its area independently. PCC has encouraged a community group effort among private landowners & has notified them of their obligations, & held meetings with them; but progress is stalled.  The cost per landowner is estimated at $20,000 & each landowner will have to apply for individual resource consent. The PCC letter dated 29/06/2009 states-“The Council will again remind streamside landowners to undertake stream bank & in stream maintenance of their land [as & where Pauatahanui Stream crosses], by removing obstructing trees, overhanging branches, fallen branches, & any gravel depositions that exceed the natural variation in the stream bed levels.” Anybody wanting to see a copy of PCC’s letter please contact the PRA Secretary: 2331148.
4.3. Charities Commission application.  Suggested rule changes to accommodate an application for registration with the Charities Commission were discussed. A new draft will be circulated to the Committee for approval before going out to PRA members to consider before the AGM; together with an explanation of why the Committee is recommending them.  

5. General Business

5.1. Puketiro Windfarm. The Greater Wellington Regional Council (GWRC) and RES NZ (the wind farm developer) are still finalising a formal contract after the initial contract was voided following legal proceedings by the Pauatahanui Futures Society Inc. One of the issues is access to the proposed wind farm which the GWRC was promoting through Battle Hill.  This was overwhelmingly opposed by submitters on the new Battle Hill Farm Forest Management Plan, and the GWRC has delayed its decision on the Management Plan and access through the Park in the meantime.  RES NZ has indicated that it will announce its ‘preferred’ access route in the next couple of months, and that this route is not through Battle Hill Farm Forest Park.  The Porirua City Council has also deferred its public deliberations on District Plan Change 7 – Wind Farms – while the Hearings Committee considers the implications of new scientific evidence and public health and safety implications brought up at the hearings in April.  The main point of interest surrounds the separation distance between a turbine and a property boundary not involved in the wind farm.  The Plan Change recommends 700 metres.  A majority of submitters concur with overseas opinion, including that of the French Medical Academy that the minimum separation distance should be 2 kilometres.
5.2. Annual General meeting of PRA.  The agenda for the AGM at 7.15pm on Tuesday 28 July at the Lodge at the Inlet was finalised & will be circulated to members along with suggested rule changes that may allow PRA to register as a Charity which has advantages over being an Incorporated Society. Agreed that a newsletter will be distributed to all Pauatahanui Residents announcing the AGM & invitations to go to all Northern Ward Councillors & the Mayor .

5.3. Accounts and debits. - The current account stands at $4,516-55. $1,700 of this is allocated to the Pauatahanui History project.  The Committee agreed to refund $24-00 to the History Project from their allocated funds for photocopying expenses. 
5.4. Pauatahanui History Project.  This Group meets weekly & work is progressing well with the collection & filing of a large amount of historical material. A meeting was held with Jock Phillips of the Ministry for Culture & Heritage for advice on selecting a historian, & this has now been advertised. Once applicants have provided quotes for the work, applications can be made to funding bodies for financial assistance. 
5.5. Formalisation of suburbs names & boundaries. A consultation document was received from PCC with maps showing boundaries & names for the Pauatahanui rural area, dividing the area into 3 ‘Localities’ called Pauatahanui, Paekakariki Hill, & Judgeford.[See map below]. These correlate well with the present more informal usage of these names, & there seems no particular issue involved. The issue has been raised because of recent changes to the addressing requirements for mail; & PCC has taken the opportunity to tidy up the boundaries between suburbs [in the urban area] & localities [in the rural area].  They ask for submissions by 3rd July & the Committee saw no objection to the proposal which simply confirms existing usage in the Pauatahanui area.
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5.6. Targa Rally    Information from PCC.  This years Targa Rally is on Saturday 31st October 2009. Below is the proposed Road closure for the event:

 a) Paekakariki Hill Road – starting from its intersection with State Highway 1 and finishing at the entrance to Pauatahanui Golf Course, between 10.30am to 5.00pm on Saturday 31st October 2009.

b) Moonshine Hill Road – starting from its intersection with Kirton Drive, to where the road changes to Moonshine Road. Includes intersection (s) with : Moonridge Road (No Exit) & Bulls Road (No Exit)

c) Moonshine Road – From where the road becomes Moonshine Hill Road, to finish at its intersection with State Highway 58. Includes intersection (s) with : Ahoroa Road (No Exit)
