Minutes of the Management Committee Meeting held at 325 Gray’s Road at 7.30 pm on Thursday 19th August 2009
1. Present. John Mazenier; [Chair]; Ken McAdam; Alan Gray [Secretary];  Nicky Chapman; Anna Dellow; & Mike Conroy,.  
2. Apologies:   Mary Dighton, Kay Middleton, Janet Mazenier, John Malsher
3. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the previous meeting of Thursday 25 June 2009 were approved. .  Moved: Ken; seconded: Nicky
4. Matters arising from the Minutes:  
4.1. Pauatahanui Village Strategy.  The Action Plan for the Village Strategy recommends a public notice board. Kay & Alan have made enquires where one could be sited. Ken will explore options for a suitable cabinet. There have been complaints to PCC about the speed humps in the village, but residents & school users think they have been very successful in calming & civilising the through traffic. There is still a problem with traffic entering the Village from  Paekakariki Hill Road, speeding up after the humps, & approaching the pedestrian crossing for school children  around a blind corner at excessive speed. This to be raised at the first liaison meeting with PCC on the Village Strategy. 
4.2. Charities Commission decision appeal.  The rule changes approved at the AGM have been sent to the Companies Office on 17/08/2009. Once PRA receives notification these have been approved then a further submission will be made to the Charities Commission asking for registration as a charity. 
5. General Business

5.1. 5.1 Puketiro Wind Farm ; Porirua Plan Change 7 Wind Farms:  Hearings have been deferred waiting the outcome of new information relating to new evidence put forward to the hearings committee in April.  There is unlikely to be any further public activity before October. RES NZ Limited (Wind Farm Developer) has yet to publicly confirm an ‘alternative’ access route after it agreed not to proceed through Battle Hill Farm Forest Park.  Since that announcement on July 28, RES’s Development Manager in New Zealand, Chris Drayton, has left the company.  The ‘public’ face of RES in New Zealand is now Ralph Rogge – an engineer who has had minimal contact with the local community.   GWRC and RES have yet to finalise a contract after their initial contract was voided following action taken by the Pauatahanui Futures Society Inc .   RES has been promising for about a year to publicly identify its revised proposed wind farm footprint – so far it has failed to deliver.

5.2. Accounts and debits. -  The Committee agreed to refund $184-22 to the Secretary for expenses for the AGM & distribution of the July newsletter. Moved: Ken; seconded: Nicky. 
5.3. Pauatahanui History Project.  Gael McRoberts & Sharon Evans from the Pauatahanui History Group attended to discuss applications from PRA for funding to the Mana Community Grants Foundation for $56,000; & to The Hutt Mana Charitable Trust for $6000. This is to employ an historian under contract & also pay their expenses. If successful PRA will be the responsible body to administer & account for these funds & the contract for an historian will be between the historian & PRA. There have been 2 very good applicants but no decision on an appointment will be made until funding is available. Committee members were satisfied with these arrangements, which had previously been formalised in a Memorandum of Understanding between the Pauatahanui History Group & PRA.
Two resolutions were passed to support these applications-

Resolution 1

It was resolved at the meeting of the Pauatahanui Residents Association Management Committee on 19th August 2009, that an application be made to the Mana Community Grants Foundation for funds to contract an historian to write a history of the Pauatahanui District . The total amount required is $56,000 [fifty six thousand dollars.]. The motion was moved by John Mazenier & seconded by Ken McAdam. The motion was duly carried.

This was well attended by 19 people, including 3 members of the Police responsible for traffic issues; & Winnie Laban, MP for Mana, who requested the meeting.  A number of suggestions were made in a brain storming session & the Group are to reconvene in 1 to 2 months time when the various issues have been analysed by the Police, PCC Officers, & Road Transport NZ. PRA will continue to be involved in these meetings.
