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Pauatahanui Residents Association 

Minutes of the Management Committee Meeting held at 325 Gray’s Road at 7.30 pm on Thursday 19th November 2009.
1. Present. John Mazenier; [Chair]; Alan Gray [Secretary]; Kay Middleton, Janet Mazenier; Mike Conroy; & Anna Dellow.  

2. Apologies:   Mary Dighton, Ken McAdam; Nicky Chapman 

3. Minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the previous meeting of Thursday 15th October 2009 were approved.  Moved: Alan; seconded: Anna.

4. Matters arising from the Minutes:  

4.1. Pauatahanui Village Strategy.  The first liaison meeting with PCC to discuss progress on the Village Strategy was held on 22/10/09.   AlanG, AnnaD and JohnM met with Moira Lawler (PCC Strategy & Planning Mgr) and Jason Harvey-Wills – PCC has developed further village ‘beautification’ concepts, and were receptive to PRA facilitating a collective Pauatahanui village consensus re parking, roading, reticulation & sewage.   PCC will table and talk to further Village and Inlet pathway design concepts to the PRA public meeting on 8th December. 

4.2. Charities Commission Registration. Inland Revenue has granted Donee Organisation Status to PRA as a registered charity which means that individuals can claim a tax credit for any donations

4.3. Septic Tank By-laws:  The meeting was joined by Alan Bloomfield & Dave Carpenter for this subject. Jalna Goddard & Stephen Wickens sent their apologies. There was a vigorous discussion on the issue of the new version of the by-law on waste water, which will require registration & inspection of all septic tanks at regular intervals at the owner’s expense. Particular issues were –

· The lack of notification & public consultation with affected rural residents by PCC. 

· How the changes will be implemented? 

· How much it will cost each owner? 

· How will it be monitored for effectiveness? 

Agreed that the issue will be on the agenda  for discussion at the public meeting to be held at the Lodge at the Inlet at 7.30 pm on Tuesday 8th December, & that Council will be asked to provide a speaker to explain the reasons & implications of the by-law.  A letter to be sent to PCC requesting this & explaining the communities concerns. 

4.4. Funding application for History group to Mana Community Grants Foundation. The Committee  unanimously  approved the following motion-

Resolution 

It was resolved at the meeting of the Pauatahanui Residents Association Management Committee on 19th November 2009, that an application be made to the Mana Community Grants Foundation for funds to contract an historian to write a history of the Pauatahanui District. The total amount still required is $40,000 [forty thousand dollars.]. The motion was moved by John Mazenier & seconded by Ken McAdam. The motion was duly carried.

4.5. Gray’s Road Accident Issues:  After the death of 2 young men in a traffic accident on Gray’s Road; a multidisciplinary meeting at PCC convened by the Mayor; formulated a number of recommendations to improve road safety on these rural arterial routes. A planned follow up meeting has yet to be held & PRA is enquiring from PCC when this will occur so that the matter is not lost. 

4.6. Bank account for History Group. This has finally been completed. Currently the History Group has a budget of $8,331 for the project. Recent donations have totalled $5060. 

4.7. Legalising Access to the Public Burial Ground via St. Albans Church grounds. PRA has been involved in correspondence with PCC over finalising legal access to the Burial Ground via the St Albans pathway. PCC & the Parish of St. Albans have not been able to reach agreement due to negotiation on the conditions & this has led to legal arguments. A letter from PCC states that Council Officers & church representatives “have the matter in hand” & a round table discussion is planned with an independent chairperson & without lawyers to try & resolve the issue. PRA will continue to monitor the problem.

5.3. PCC city centre revitalisation scheme.  PCC publically launched its revitalisation project on 21st October.  PCC have committed $12.3m capex over the next 10 years, with additional funding set aside for “strategic land purchases”.  Themes are around CBD residential and commercial retail development – ideally funded in conjunction with the private sector.  Long term developments include upgrades to Hagley St, Serlby Place, Hartham Place, Cobham Court, a new “Main” street development and the removal of the sail canopies.  Current key work streams include strategic proprty acquisition, Revitalisation draft design concepts, District Plan City Centre zone review, development of draft car parking & roading strategy and nuturing of private sector partnerships.
