1] Update on Pauatahanui Village strategy: the next step. –by Jason Harvey-Wills, Consultant Resource planner for PCC. Jason will discuss proposed further improvements to the Village based on the framework document published earlier this year. He will also discuss the plans for development of the section of the Inlet Pathway between ration Point & Pauatahanui Village. 

2] The future use of Lanes Flat- by George McMillan. Member of PICT. Lanes [Stace's] Flat is owned by the NZ Transport Agency [previously TRANSIT] in anticipation of Transmission Gully Motorway being built [a Government announcement on TGM is expected on 18th December]. If the Motorway is built there will be residual land adjacent to the Village & the Inlet which could make an excellent green open space between Pauatahanui Village & Whitby. It is a flood plain unsuited to commercial & residential development. 
3] How best to manage the future development of Pauatahanui Village-by John Mazenier.-Chair, PRA. Long term objectives of the Village Strategy include developing a concept plan for Pauatahanui Village with it own ‘special zoning’ to allow for commercial development in a way that retains its rural character. This & retaining part of Lanes flat are ambitious projects  & PRA is proposing a larger group more representative of the Village to facilitate a collective consensus with PCC about issues such as parking, roading, reticulation & sewage, & commercial development to give them traction
4] Septic Tank By-laws: - A speaker is requested from PCC. Council is proposing significant changes to the by-law regulating septic tanks. This involves registration & regular inspection of each septic tank unit. Problems are – 

-The lack of notification & public consultation with affected rural residents.
-A detailed public discussion on the justification for these changes
-How the changes will be implemented? 

-How much it will cost each owner? 

-How will it be monitored for effectiveness? 

5] Battle Hill Farm Park Management Plan & Plan change 7 [Windfarms].-by Nicky Chapman. Pauatahanui Futures Society & PRA.  The Hearings Committee of Wellington Regional Council has recommended prohibiting access, blade flyover and all ancillary wind farm activity on Battle Hill Farm Park.  However, it appears that the Puketiro wind farm developer is apparently exempt from these provisions of the revised plan. This is of concern, & suggests the Hearings Committee & all the submitters may have been misled. 
6] PCC’s Rural Review- by Mike Conroy, PRA. This important project for the future of the Pauatahanui area, which is part of the Porirua Development Framework project; has been delayed indefinitely, & may not be completed until 2015.
