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Pauatahanui Residents Association 
Minutes of the Management Committee Meeting held at 325 Gray’s Road at 7.30 pm on Thursday 21st January 2010.

1. Present. 
John Mazenier; [Chair]; Alan Gray [Secretary]; Ken McAdam; Nicky Chapman; & Anna Dellow. Paul Boyack; Gael McRoberts & Sharon Evans also attended to discuss fund raising for the History Project.  

2. Apologies:   Kay Middleton, Mary Dighton Janet Mazenier, Mike Conroy. 
3. Minutes of the previous meeting:  The minutes of the previous meeting of Thursday 17th December  2009 were approved.  Moved: Nicky; seconded: Alan
4. Matters arising from the Minutes: 
4.1. Fund raising proposals for the Pauatahanui History project. Besides grant applications to funding bodies; there are 3 other possible processes being worked through to raise funds for the project. These are -1] A wine tasting with finger food & a personality guest MC with prepaid tickets; possibly in April/May. 2] Sales of wine by the case in association with a wine retailer from Auckland who is willing to be involved on very generous terms with part of the proceeds going to the history project .The wine would be a mix of good brands. This would be an ongoing process & could be launched at the wine tasting. 3] An art auction asking local & other artists through various networks to provide artworks for auction with part of the proceeds going to the history project. A lot of logistics are involved & this is tentatively scheduled for September/October. 
Two other suggestions are a Farmers Market in the Village & a repeat of the previous Wild Food Festival; & the feasibility of these is being investigated. PRA noted that it was important to avoid & not compete with other fund raising activities such as the schools Lamb & Calf Day 
4.2. Septic Tank By-laws: A letter was received in December from Roger Blakeley of PCC about the proposed bylaw on septic tanks detailing PCC’s proposal to deal with the issue. PRA has replied to this stating that the Council’s response and position, is not acceptable to the Committee or the wider community.  Council has not addressed the community concerns raised at the public meeting in December, and that the council is ‘driving’ the process and continuing to deny the community real input. PRA considers PCC’s timetable to be unrealistic, and the overall approach lacking in strategic long term vision and planning. PRA therefore is seeking the following actions:

· That the community has the opportunity for input into the implementation plan before the Council produces a final draft.  This will be by written submission from residents and affected parties.

· That the submissions made by residents are properly analysed and reviewed by council in a transparent way, and reported back to the community.

· That the Council takes note of what the PRA considers to be one of the fundamental issues and central to the Council’s responsibility to address with urgency – the need to provide mains water and sewage reticulation to the Pauatahanui Village (the whole village – residents, commercial premises, and the school).  This is key to protecting the environment and the inlet, and corrects the anomaly of houses on small sections with unsuitable subsoil trying to cope with septic tank systems.  (We remind council that Motukaraka Point has a similar problem.)  The committee is firmly of the view that this is priority capital investment for the Council, and should be addressed NOW.  The burden on the residents and commercial operators in the Pauatahanui Village to upgrade or replace septic tank systems, now or in the future, is unacceptable – this is a Council responsibility and cost.

· That the Council suspends its timetable as outlined in their letter, so that it can take the appropriate long term strategic approach which will become more apparent when the community has had a chance to make submissions.  The Septic Tank Bylaw is another example of the Council working in isolation from other activities and projects which are often linked – namely The Rural Review; The Landscape Review; Transmission Gully and its implications for Pauatahanui; Plan Change 7 (environmental implications for the inlet and other waterways); the Inlet Pathway; and traffic safety issues – to name but a few.

A reply has not yet been received. 

4.3.  Pauatahanui Village Strategy: 

4.3.1. Sewage & water supply for the Village. PRA has already conducted a face to face survey of most Village residents & businesses to ask their opinion on sewage & water being supplied to the Village & details of their present septic system. This will now be followed up with a detailed questionnaire to further explore attitudes to this & analyse and synthesise the responses.
4.3.2. Public Notice Board for the Village. The type & placing of the board was discussed & PCC to be approached to see if it has any funds for its construction. 
4.4.   Gray’s Road Accident Issues- There has been no obvious movement on this issue following a meeting in September 2009 chaired by the Mayor & involving a number of agencies; following fatal crashes on the road. A number of action points were raised at that meeting but a follow up meeting planned for late 2009 has not eventuated. The Police have been very active enforcing better driving in the area, but long term solutions are needed before there are more serious accidents. PRA to send a letter to the Mayor enquiring about progress.  

4.5.         Inlet Pathway –PRA is in contact with PICT & GOPI as there are some small outstanding issues to resolve before all 3 organisations can give approval to the next stage of the Pathway from Ration Point to Pauatahanui; as PCC has made it clear that this is the last chance for the community to influence the design & positioning of the Pathway & its environmental consequences.  A meeting on site has been requested with PCC to resolve any remaining issues & an answer is awaited. 
5. General Business

5.1. Accounts for December: PRA account =$3,665-46.  Pauatahanui History Project = $7,503-20 with a further $2,000 loan from the Porirua Historical Association still to come.  

6. Other business- 
6.1. Plan Change 7 on Windfarms: A final decision on this from PCC is expected at the end of February.

6.2. Review of regional parks management plan. PRA has made a submission on this & will follow up at the oral hearings.
